Date Event 

605 BC King Jehoiakim submits to Nebuchadnezzar; Daniel (and many 
others) are taken captive to Babylon. 

597 BC King Jehoiachin carried away to Babylon as a captive, along with 
many others (including Ezekiel). 

586 BC 
King Zedekiah is blinded and taken captive to Babylon. Jerusalem 

and the Temple are destroyed; The Kingdom of Judah ceases to 
exist. 

582 BC About 4,600 persons are carried away captive (Jer. 52:30).
