Day 1
(John 1:19-28)

John the Baptist explains who he is (and is not), and testifies that
One greater than he is coming.

Day 2
(John 1:29-34)

John sees Jesus coming and declares Him to be the Lamb of God.

Day 3
(John 1:35-42)

John points two of His disciples (John and Andrew) to Jesus as
the Lamb of God. They begin to follow Jesus. Andrew brings His
brother Simon (Peter) to Jesus.

Day 4
(John 1:43-51)

Jesus purposes to head toward Galilee. Philip and Nathanael
become disciples of Jesus.

Days 5-6

Not mentioned in the text, but no doubt days of travel from Perea
(“beyond Jordan”) to Galilee.

Day 7
(John 2:1-11)

Jesus attends a wedding in Cana, where He performs His first
public “sign.”
